MACHINE FOR CUTTING SHINGLES.

Specification of Letters Patent No. 1,932, dated January 20, 1841; Antedated September 5, 1840.

To all whom ¢t may concern:

Be 1t known that I, Troman Warcorr,
of Stow, in the county of Middlesex and
State of Massachusetts have mvented a new
and Improved Mode of Cutting Shingles;
and I do hereby declare that the following

construction and operation of the same, ref-
erence being had to the annexed dmwmﬂ'b,
making a pﬂ_rt of the specification, in
