- Thisinvention consists of an ordinary tooth-

brush having a convex brush arranged at the

end of the handle, crosswise to it, in a ditffér-

ent plane and fronting the other brush so that.

holding it by the end whercon the lattcr 18
arranged, and placing the convex brush in the
mouth inside of the teeth, the convex form
will apply to the concave wall of teeth in a
manner calculated to brush the teeth at the
inside more efficiently than can be done by
the ordinary brushes.

Figure 1 is a side elevation of my improved
brush; and Fig. 2 is a front elevation of the
same.

A 18 the ordinary handle, and B the ordi-
nary brush. € represents the convex brush
of our attachment arranged crosswise of the

handle at one side of 1t and fronting the brush
B, as above stated, so that when the brush end
B 1s used as a handle and the convex brush
put 1n the mouth it applies to the teeth at the
inside better than any other brush by reason
of 1ts convexity and relative arrangement with

| the handle.

We have in this example dI‘I“IIl“‘B(]. this
brush 1n connection with the 01d1nfu*y tooth-
brush as a matter of convenience; but it is
obvious that it may be arranged on a separate
handle.

Having thus described our invention, we
claim as new and desire to sccure by Letters
Patent— |

A tooth-brush, C, arranged, in relation to
1ts handle, as herein shown and described.
