The ornamental design for an infant changing pad, as shown
and described.

DESCRIPTION

A pad for supporting an infant while that infant’s clothes are
changed, etc., the pad being movable between a {lat,
unfolded position and a folded, in-use position with
upturned peripheral borders or walls.

FIG. 1 1s a perspective view of an infant changing pad,
showing the new design 1n an unfolded position.

FIG. 2 1s a perspective view of the infant changing pad,
showing the new design 1n a folded, 1n-use position.

FIG. 3 1s a top plan view of the infant changing pad, showing
the new design 1n the unfolded position.

FIG. 4 1s a side elevational view of FIG. 3, the opposite side
being a mirror 1image thereof.

FIG. 5 1s an end elevational view of FIG. 3, the opposite end
being a mirror 1mage thereof.

FIG. 6 1s a top plan view of the infant changing pad, showing
the new design in the folded, 1n-use position.

FIG. 7 1s a side elevational view of FIG. 6, the opposite side
being a mirror image thereof

FIG. 8 1s an end elevational view of FIG. 6, the opposite end
being a mirror 1mage thereof; and,

FIG. 9 1s a bottom plan view of FIG. 6.
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
