DESCRIPTION

FIG. 1 1s a perspective view of a tire showing our new design,
it being understood that the pattern repeats uniformly
throughout the circumierence of the tread;

FI1G. 2 1s a front elevational view thereof:;

FIG. 3 1s a rnight side elevational view thereof; the opposite
side elevational view being identical thereto;

FIG. 4 1s an enlarged fragmentary front elevational view
thereof;

FIG. 5 1s a perspective view of a second embodiment of a tire
showing our new design, 1t being understood that the pattern
repeats uniformly throughout the circumierence of the tread
and that the opposite side perspective view 1s i1dentical
thereto; and,

FIG. 6 1s a front elevational view of a second embodiment, it
being understood that an enlarged fragmentary view thereof
would be substantially identical to that shown in FIG. 4, with

the exception of the iclusion of the sidewall in solid lines.
